
If you witness hate crimes or 
incidents, it is important to support, 
record and tell someone.

Make sure they are safe and 
away from the offender. 

Make it clear they are  
not alone.
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Support the victim

Any evidence recorded or 
preserved from the incident 
will be important if there is an 
investigation. 

•	 Record a video or take 
photos of the incident if  
you can.

•	 Preserve any physical 
evidence.

•	 Write down details of the 
time, location and people 
involved.
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Record it

Tell the nearest authority or 
responsible person - this could 
be a bus driver, security guard  
or reception desk.
